Abeer’s Story 

Abeer** is 25. She and her husband have four small children. When conflict 

came to their village in Iraq, they fled in fear for their lives. With nowhere else to 

go, they sought shelter in a temporary camp. But it’s a hard place to be. Abeer 

longs to go home. 

 

‘Home’ is where her family is. She misses her mum and her brothers. ‘I cry for 

them,’ she says, ‘and I miss them so much.’ 

 

In the summer, it’s stifling hot and the children can’t play outside. In the winter, 

it’s freezing cold. Rain makes it muddy, lightning scares the little ones, and the 

water that pours in makes the heaters – which are essential – a

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water that pours in makes the heaters – which are essential – a serious fire risk. 

‘These tents get so wet and smell so bad,’ says Abeer. 

 

‘I’m afraid for my kids,’ she worries. ‘The tent is too small in comparison with a 

home. It’s too small for a family.’ The tents are really close to one another too. 

‘It’s not that comfortable,’ says Abeer. 

 

It’s also very difficult to find or afford the things the family needs – even when 

Abeer’s husband is able to find work. ‘We left lots of things behind in our 

homes,’ she says. Those things are gone – stolen or destroyed. 

 

After so much fear and so much loss, the things Abeer hopes for now are the 

basic things that every person should have the right to: to get back to her 

hometown. To have a safe environment. And to see her children secure, in 

school, in good clothes and building toward a bright future. 

 

This Lent, please will you help restore a sense of home to those who have lost 

theirs? Your doubled gift could provide people around the world with the most 

basic essentials which no one should have to go without. 

 

A £47 gift, doubled, could provide eight families like Abeer’s with a vital 

hygiene kit that includes soap, antiseptic, toothpaste, sanitary towels, 

shampoo and washing powder. Being able to stay clean – particularly 

during a global pandemic – can start to restore some sense of safety, 

comfort and dignity.

On hearing recent updates from some of the UK’s leaders on when they 
expect restrictions to be eased, some will be excited about our gradual 
return to normality, while others will be nervous about the ongoing risks, 
wondering how they keep themselves and those they love safe. 
 
So, first, as God’s people, let’s remember that the weeks and months 
ahead will look different for different people and families, and for the 
leaders of each of the UK nations too. We are, therefore, to continue to 
pray – for our communities and government – and journey with people, 
wherever they are. 
 
As for church life, many will wonder when we can worship together again, 
in person. As we hear from the leaders of some of the UK nations on 
their plans for a route out of lockdown, our minds turn to the reopening of 
churches that are now closed, and, for churches that are currently open, 
the new possibilities that will become available. 
 
We care passionately about worshipping together as the family of God, and 
will keep you informed across the nations of the UK. The Evangelical 
Alliance will continue to engage with the Government on both the legal 
regulations and guidance that affects how churches meet.” 
 
We will continue to engage with the Government on other matters too, such 
as the Scottish hate crime bill, which our Scotland public policy officer, 
Kieran Turner, has spoken about this week. 
 
In this season, we continue to hope that things will change in the coming 
months. Let’s keep praying for an end to this virus and that the church will 
grow and make Jesus known despite all the challenges.
